Catholic Charities Housing Transitions Program is a warm, welcoming and safe place for women who are experiencing homelessness, and for women who are newly housed.  Our program works with women 21 years of age or older who do not have children in their care.

Drop in is open Monday through Friday between 10am and 1pm.  Intakes for new visitors are available during that time, though an intake is not required to access drop in services.  No appointment is needed.
Drop in services include:

· A safe, comfortable place for women only  (well mannered pets welcomed)

· Information and referrals

· Access to a phone and computers

· Community Voice Mail 

· Shower

· Washer and dryer (for women who are staying outside)

· Starbucks snacks and  Stumptown coffee

· Lunch on Wednesdays between 11:30 and 1pm.
· Mailing address if you are not housed

Housing Services include:

· Information and advocacy

· Assistance in applying for subsidized housing

· Move in costs for women who have stable income (when funds are available)
· Help with reducing barriers to housing.

· Assistance with landlord appeals.

· Permanent housing placement for chronically homeless women when housing programs have capacity.

· Assistance with the physical move and household items.  These services are only available to women Housing Transitions places in housing

· Ongoing case management for housing clients.

Employment and Housing Retention Services:

· General employment and pre-employment services

· Resume preparation

· Job search and job bank

· Assistance in acquiring specific job/employment shoes or uniform.

Housing Transitions is located at 2740 SE Powell Blvd. Suite 6.  The entrance to Housing Transitions is in the back of the building on the lower level.  We are on the #9 bus line.   Our telephone number is 971-222-1880.
